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Social media posts are a great way to spread the word about Blue Demon Challenge (BDC). Advocates help us by posting about BDC and by liking, commenting on, and sharing our posts. Your posts may contain general content about BDC or specific information about the area(s) of DePaul that you chose to support with your own gift.
Here are some tips for posting on social media:
· Include your custom giving link so your friends’ gifts will be included in your fundraising total.
· Use the graphics provided in the Advocate Toolkit
· Tag your friends in the post or drop their names in a comment to help them see your post.
· Tag DePaul Community Music Division in your posts to give them added visibility (@depaulcmd on Facebook, and Instagram).
· Emphasize that gifts of any size make a big difference to our students.
· Be personal. Share why you gave, what excites you about the Community Music Division, or your experience with your teacher.
We encourage you to draft your own messages, but if you’re unsure what to say, feel free to use these samples as a starting point and personalize them as you see fit.
