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Sending an email to your networks inviting them to make a gift during Performathon is one of the most impactful actions you can take as an advocate. We encourage you to draft your own messages, but if you’re unsure what to say, you can use the template below as a starting point.
Here are some tips for sending email about Performathon:
· Remember to include your custom link to track your fundraising impact!
· Make it personal—be sure to address your friends individually rather than send a mass email.
· Tell people why you chose to give to Performathon.
